She was engaged to be married to a man named Joseph, a descendant of King David.   28 Gabriel appeared to her and said, “Greetings, favored woman! The Lord is with you!”   29 Confused and disturbed, Mary tried to think what the angel could mean. 30 “Don’t be afraid, Mary,” the angel told her, “for you have found favor with God!   31 You will conceive and give birth to a son, and you will name him Jesus.   32 He will be very great and will be called the Son of the Most High. History of “Thou Didst Leave Thy Throne” (Page 127)  
This hymn was written  in 1864 by Emily E. Elliott , Timothy R. Matthews composed the tune in 1876. It was written for the children and choir of her father’s parish to teach the truths of Advent and Nativity to children. Considering the rich theological depth of the song, which focuses not only on Christ’s birth, but also His life, suffering, death and ultimate triumph, it may surprise you that it was initially intended as a children’s song. The text takes its theme from Luke 2:7, “but there was no room for them in the inn.”, placing the poverty of Jesus’ birth in contrast to the splendor of heaven. The brief refrain includes a clever play at words. While there was no room for the Holy Family at the inn, the refrain invites Christ into the heart of the singer. This Christmas season, remember that you have an eternal home, because in amazing grace Jesus was willing to leave his home and have no home. Take a few minutes and let these words refocus your heart on the true meaning of Christmas:

History of Hymn “Of the Father’s Love Begotten” (Page 118)

The ancient poem, written by Spanish poet, successful lawyer, judge Aurelius Prudentius Clemens (348-c. 413) was translated and paired with a medieval plainchant melody “Divinum mysterium”, a “Sanctus trope”- an ancient plainchant melody which over the years had been musically embellished. “Of the Father’s Love Begotten” is a beloved Christmas hymn, (perhaps the oldest hymn that congregations sin), that poignantly expresses the eternality of the Son of God and his divinity and coequality with the Father and the Spirit. It serves as a reminder that Jesus is the promised and long-awaited for Messiah who brings redemption to the world and expresses both the deity and humanity of Christ. It gives the modern church a direct connection to the doxology of the ancient church, being originally written in the 4th Century.

We need to listen again with wonder at the magnificent words of Mary as she proclaims her faithful participation in God’s most miraculous gift. Open our hearts this day, Lord, to receive the words and the blessings, to be fed and then to be those who will share with others as you have shared with us. In Jesus’ Name, we pray. AMEN.

Meditation:

“Love of Another Kind”


How do you know if you are loved? What speaks love to your heart? Author Gary Chapman wrote a book called, “The Five Love Languages.” He says that we all understand we’re loved in at least one of five ways. They are; deeds done, words spoken, gifts given, time spent, and physical touch. We also tend to show others love in our own love language. Deeds done is you feel loved when someone does something for you like doing the dishes, making the bed and so on. Words spoken is just what it sounds like. When someone either says or writes words of affirmation and affection, you feel loved. Gifts given is also pretty straight forward. When you are given a gift, especially something meaningful to you, you  feel loved. Time spent is about someone spending time with you. It doesn’t have to be anything extraordinary. It could be just hanging out watching a show. Someone choosing to spend time with you lets you know you are loved if this is your love language. Touch is also fairly straight forward. If you’re the kind of person that likes hugs, snuggling, holding hands, a pat on the back, physical touch is probably your love language. Yet for all the ways we give and receive human love, the love God offers is a love of another kind. 


As I’ve pondered the angel’s visitation to Mary and their conversation, one phrase keeps coming to mind: “Greetings, favored one. The Lord is with you.” I’m wondering if it’s possible that Mary’s love language is ‘time spent.’ If it is then the phrase, ‘the Lord is with you,’ would have spoken deeply to her heart. I wonder if the knowledge of the Lord’s presence would have resonated with her, or would her thought have been, “yeah, right!” After all, it’s human nature to equate our life’s circumstances with whether or not God is blessing or punishing us. Through the interaction with the angel and Mary, we see a change in Mary moving from doubt and being troubled, to acceptance and joy. 


The angel’s greeting to Mary is well worth pondering. The first part, “greetings, favored one,’ is full of rich meaning. The words ‘favored one’ is based on the word for grace, and in particular, God’s grace  which is given freely. It’s not something deserved or earned, it is given simply because God wants to out of love for the one he favors. We could also translate those words as ‘the one who has God’s grace freely given to him/her.’ I wonder if Mary felt that way at first, or is it something she lived into as her life’s events unfolded? 


“The Lord is with you,” is the next part of the angel’s greeting. I wonder how Mary felt at hearing those words. Were they words of comfort? Were they words of dread? Perhaps it may have been a bit of both. We certainly see that Mary was initially troubled by the angel’s visitation and words. Mary may have heard these words as a confirmation of something she already sensed. It may have been more than just a theological truth that was just then confirmed. It’s equally possible that she had knowledge of God, but no meaningful experience of his presence in her life. But now God would be present with her in ways like no other person before or since. She would be carrying God incarnate in her womb. She would be raising God’s Messiah as her own child. What an incredible blessing and an incredible burden. 


Mary has all kinds of questions concerning this amazing news. She wonders at how can she, an unwed virgin, be pregnant? She wonders at how will she know that what the angel has spoken is true? The angel responds with answers that help explain those questions, but, in many ways, raised plenty of others. After hearing of her relative, Elizabeth’s miraculous pregnancy, and hearing the angel’s words, ‘nothing is impossible with God,’ Mary surrenders her will to God. 


What is important to see is that God doesn’t force his will onto Mary. Mary has the option to choose to participate in what God wants to do in and through her, or she can reject God’s plan for her. When she says, ‘ I am the Lord’s servant…’ she is saying I am choosing to be his servant. The word for servant, often translated as ‘slave’ is better understood as a bond servant. This is someone, who after having been a slave, is given the choice by his/her master whether to remain or be freed. The bond servant chooses to stay out of love for his/her master freely. It’s not coerced. This is what Mary chooses for herself. 


Through this text God also speaks to us. “Greetings, favored one. The Lord is with you!” How does it feel to be called God’s favored one? To have God bless you freely and without measure because of his great love for you? I invite you to spend a few moments and ponder those words, just as Mary did. How does it feel to both know and experience God’s presence with you? Does it bring comfort? Does it bring joy, hope, peace? 


Maybe you’re not feeling terribly blessed right now. Maybe life’s circumstances are leaving you wondering where is God? I encourage you to take time and wrestle with those truths. God has promised to be with us through Jesus Christ and the indwelling of the Holy Spirit. Just because you may not be ‘feeling’ it right now doesn’t mean God doesn’t love you immensely or that he has left you to yourself. You are loved. You are blessed. You are not alone. My prayer for you all this Christmas time is that you would once again receive God’s greatest gift; a love of another kind through Jesus Christ. Amen. 

Prayers with the Lord’s Prayer: (sins; sinned)
One week left, Lord, just one week left. Can we get all the things done that we have set before us? Have all the cards been mailed, the greetings extended, the various events, such as they are this year, coordinated and placed in our calendar for this last rush before the BIG DAY? Placing the words on the wall, taped to a bulletin board, on a refrigerator, does not place the words in our hearts. We replace the glorious story of God’s Incarnate word, with tinsel and wrapping paper and believe that we are ready to celebrate. When will we learn? Come to us now, comforting God, with your powerful words of healing. Help us to remember the witness of Mary, a young girl, who never expected to play such a role in salvation history. Put the brakes on our rushing and sit us down to hear the story of your absolute Love for us. Get us ready for the birth of your Son who will become our Savior. Move us from the focus on all the stresses of this season to a focus on witnessing about your love through serving others. Challenge us to reach out to people in need, not only with a check to support a particular endeavor, but with actual contact in ministries of sacrifice and service. In such times as this remind us that we are called to proclaim your love through witness and service. Let us take a moment of silence to lift up the names of those friends and loved ones, as well as those in our community and the world to the Lord.
[A moment of silence.]
Lord, we give thanks to you for all the many blessings you pour out on us. You offer hope when we only see desolation. You offer peace when we experience turmoil from within and without. You offer us joy when our hearts feel despondent. And you offer us love when we find it so difficult to love ourselves and love others. Thank you for the gift of Jesus Christ. For his willingness to come among us as one of us to show us a love of another kind.

Go in peace, dear friends, and know that the God of love, hope, peace, and joy goes with you now and forever more. AMEN.
Close with silent prayer for a minute or two.
