History of Hymn: “Tell Me the Story of Jesus” (Page 172)

   This narrative hymn was written by two prominent gospel songwriters, lyricist Fanny Crosby (1820-1915) and composer John Sweney (1837-1899). According to Crosby, her friendship with Sweney was formed during summer revival meetings held annually at the Methodist campgrounds in Ocean Grove, NJ. Sweney became the song leader there in 1878 and served for twenty years until his declining health prevented him from continuing. Crosby said it was “one of the saddest duties of my life to recite a tribute to his memory” upon Sweney’s death. One of their most enduring collaborations is the hymn “Tell Me the Story of Jesus”, first published in The Quiver of Sacred Song (Philadelphia: John T. Hood, 1880.) Crosby and Sweney had a special interest in creating music for Christian education. The informative nature of this hymn--and its fitness for Christian education--is simple and clear: it tells the story of Jesus’ life on earth, starting with his incarnation, followed by his temptation in the desert, his earthly ministry, his crucifixion, burial, and resurrection. It does this in the perspective of a person desiring to hear the story told, a story described as “precious” and “sweetest that ever was heard,” one which ought to be written on the heart, containing a love “so tender, clearer than ever,” which “paid the ransom for me.”
    Notable Scripture allusions include Luke 2:8-14 (the angelic proclamation); Luke 4:1-14 (temptation; also Matthew 4:1-11; Mark 1:12-13); Isaiah 53:3-4 (sorrows, despised, afflicted); and Matthew 8:20 (homeless; also Luke 9:58).

History of Hymn “In the Garden”: (Page 425 Red hymnal)
   This hymn was written by C. Austin Miles, an American song writer (1868-1946), a former pharmacist who served as an editor and manager at Hall-Mark Publishing Company for 37 years. According to Miles’ great-granddaughter the song was written “in a cold dreary and leaky basement in Pitman, New Jersey that didn’t even have a window in it let alone a view of a garden.” Miles’ hobby was photography he built his own darkroom to develop his film. He read passages of scripture in the special red lighting of the darkroom as he waited for the pictures to develop. He often found himself reading with the express purpose of getting ideas for Christian songs. 
    One day in March 1912 while waiting for film to developing film and waiting for it to process, Miles picked up his Bible. It

had fallen open to John chapter 20:1-18 – the story of Mary Magdalene coming to the garden to visit the tomb of Jesus, where she found his body isn’t there and is so sad and then she recognizes Jesus when he spoke to her and her heart leaps for joy. As Miles read the scripture he seemed to be a part of the scene - a silent witness to that dramatic moment in Mary’s life when she knelt before her Lord and cried, ‘Rabboni!’ Reverently he thought, “This is not an experience limited to 2000 years ago. It is a daily companionship with the Lord that makes up the Christian life.” He wrote the poem and music “In the Garden” which became a beloved hymn.

Meditation:
“He Prayed”


Many years ago a young man was out of work and went looking for a job. His journey took him to a logging camp where he sought out the foreman and asked for a job. The foreman asked the young man to chop down a tree to see if he had what it took to be a good woodsman. The young man took his axe and went to work. He laid many well-placed blows to the trunk and the chips were flying. At just the right moment he switched to the other side and began the process again to allow the tree to fall in just the right place. Moments later the tree fell at the feet of the foreman. The foreman was impressed and offered the man the job and said, “you  can start on Monday.”


The next week the young man demonstrated his great work ethic. He came early and stayed late. He worked through coffee breaks. On Thursday, the foreman came with his paycheck. The young man looked at the check and back at the foreman confused. “I thought we got paid on Fridays.” The foreman replied, “normally we do but we’re letting you go.” “But why?” asked the man. “Haven’t I shown you what a good worker I am?” “Well,” said the foreman, “your production of lumber has dropped significantly each day. You started out has the highest producer on Monday, but you’ve dropped to last as of yesterday.” The young man was devastated. He didn’t understand how things changed and he asked the foreman what he might be doing wrong. “Have you been sharpening your axe?” he asked the young man. The man thought for a moment and replied, “well, no, I’ve been too busy trying to keep up with the quota that I haven’t had the time to sharpen it.”


In many ways, prayer is like an axe that is needed for life and ministry. Now, I’m not talking about the brief prayers of asking God for help of one sort or another, though they are important. I’m talking about the kind of prayer where we take time out of our busy lives to talk to, and listen to God. The kind of prayer where we simply spend time in God’s presence. The kind of prayer that is like water and food for when we are thirsty and starving for what only God can offer. The kind of prayers that are alluded to by Isaiah and the psalmist that can renew our strength as we wait in God’s presence. This kind of prayer is like a sharpened axe, and like an axe, it only stays sharp by using a whet stone: in this case, time with God. 


In the Gospel text for today we read of other miracles Jesus performed at the outset of his ministry. Mark details the healing of Simon Peter’s mother-in-law. She had gotten sick with a fever, and a fever in those days was no small thing. It could very well be life threatening given the lack of medicines. Jesus was told about her illness and Jesus goes to her right away. He takes her hand and ‘raises her up.’ She is restored; healed. And out of a deep sense of gratitude, she begins to serve them all. Not serving because it was ‘women’s work,’ but serving in the same sense in which Jesus says he came to serve, not to be served. His healing restored her to her life and her community. Once again, Jesus demonstrates his power over things which seek to undo and destroy us. 


Mark goes on to tell us that after sunset (it had been the Sabbath, after all) people from all around came to Jesus and he healed them of all sorts of diseases and cast out more demons, which he refused to allow the demons to speak. 


After that busy day of ministry, Jesus goes off into the wilderness to pray. In Mark’s Gospel, he records three significant times in Jesus life in which he prays. This time, at the very beginning of his ministry. Once again in chapter six just after the feeding of the 5,000 and the start of his confrontations with the Pharisees and the corruption at the Jerusalem Temple. And in the Garden of Gethsemane as he prepares to face the cross. While Jesus is known to have a rich and robust prayer life, Mark makes it clear that Jesus knew the significance of being immersed in prayer before engaging in major life events. 

Mark also doesn’t miss the historical significance of going to the wilderness to be in God’s presence. It was to the wilderness that God sent Abraham and Sarah to go to a promised land that God would show them. It was in the wilderness that God called Moses and spoke to him. It was in the wilderness where God guided the Israelites by pillars of fire and clouds of smoke. It was in the wilderness that the Israelites carried the tabernacle; the place where they met, spoke with, and heard from God. And it was the Judean wilderness that God called John the Baptist from to ‘prepare the way of the Lord.’ 

Where is it that you go to be alone with God to hear from him? Have you found that place? I have found several places, and some of them have been surprises to me. Many of you know I love to go fly fishing and hiking. There’s something about being out in God’s creation that allows me to sense his presence. Perhaps it’s being away from all the different things that can distract me from God. I’ve also found doing something focused, such as playing my guitar or drums helps me connect with God in a unique way. This week I found rich prayer times in shoveling the snow we got. I find that sometimes doing things with my body remind me of the reality that I am an embodied soul and can pray using the body God created for me and gifted to me. I hope you have found ways to pray that ‘sharpen your axe.’ 

May you find places in your life where you can retreat to be with your Heavenly Father. May you find restoration for your soul and food for your life’s journey. And after having been restored and fed, may you find the grace needed to serve people in Jesus’s name. Amen.

We pray for all who are in weakness of body, mind or spirit, all who have come to the end of their tether. We think of all who are losing their mobility or agility, those who are losing their memories, and all who have lost their grip on reality; of those who no longer trust in anyone, and those who doubt the love of God; we think of all who are caring for loved ones in illness.

We give thanks that Christ is our healer and our companion on the Way; he will not allow us to be lost.  We pray for loved ones and friends who need to be renewed and refreshed in the love and light of God.  May the Light of the world truly be that lamp set out on the lampstand to them.  Amen.
