   A Note From Pastor Adam …   September/October 2025
      The Alaskans are melting!  Or at least we felt like it this summer.  It was a very hot summer, but we made it through with air conditioning, swimming pools, and a whole lot of ice cream.  

       Before summer break was over, I noticed a strange thing happening.  At Costco, Halloween items were put out at the end of July.  Then just last week, I went into Costco again and saw the first Christmas items on sale.  I don’t know if that’s normal for you here in Pennsylvania, but that seemed a bit too early for me!  

       Regardless, with the start of school and the fall season happening in September, I guess it is time to get ready for the holidays.  I don’t want to get left behind, so I’ll try to get caught up.  As a pastor, one of the most common questions I get in the fall is, “Pastor Adam, what do you think of Halloween?”  Well, I might as well answer it here to save you all from asking.  

       But first, a disclaimer: whether or not you celebrate Halloween is a bad test for whether you truly follow Jesus.  I know plenty of Christians on both sides.  As a Covenant Church Pastor, we always need to remember to major on the majors (Loving God and loving others, Jesus’ sacrifice for our sins, and the power of God’s Word) and minor on the minors (things like Halloween, or End Times views, other similar things that do not affect our salvation).

      To begin with, what is the origin of Halloween?  Some Christians (especially fundamentalist and Pentecostal Christians) claim that Halloween has its origins as a pagan holiday.  It is true that the church certainly has adopted various activities from different cultures.  It may be possible that the origins of Halloween are a mixture of both a pagan holiday and sacred holiday (much like it is still today).  However, there really is no evidence of that idea of a pagan origin.

      But for the sake of argument, let’s just say Halloween does have secular roots.  Does that mean Christians should not celebrate it?  If that is true, doesn’t that also mean that Christians should not celebrate ANY holiday with secular roots?  That is what Jehovah’s Witnesses say…but that is a cult and certainly not a good model to follow.  Obviously, we celebrate many holidays with secular roots.  I personally believe most secular things can be redeemed by the Gospel.

      That being said, I don’t prescribe to the theory of a secular origin for Halloween.  There is historical record of the church celebrating All Saints Day as far back as the 4th century.  All Saints Day began as a day to remember the martyrs – those who had literally died for their faith in Jesus.  All Saints Day had a few different dates that it was celebrated, but eventually it came to rest on the date of November 1st.  The idea of honoring the martyrs is for very Biblical – just look at many of the Psalms of remembrance (Psalms 78, 105, 106, 136, to name a few) or look at Hebrews 11.

      The word “Halloween” is actually just an old English contraction that means “the night before a holy day”.  October 31st, being the day before All Saint’s Day, was a day to prepare to honor the martyrs.  What if Christians reclaimed the idea of making Halloween a day of holy preparation once again?  

      One thing we definitely need to be mindful of is glorifying the demonic.  I am not a fan of dressing up as evil beings.  And we definitely should avoid places that practice the occult.  Those activities do not prepare us to honor the martyrs.  However, I think there are plenty of ways to show that the Light of Jesus is not afraid of the darkness.     

        Besides dressing up like heroes, one year our family taped Bible verses to the candy we handed out.  Another year we hosted a Halloween festival at our church and invited children to come to a Vacation Bible School.  We also make it a habit to go trick-or-treat at homes of elderly and the shut-ins on Halloween.  I have yet to meet a shut-in who was not happy to see my kids ask for candy on Halloween.  Maybe before you go out on Halloween, you could read Hebrews 11 together as a family.  Rather than hiding from the world on Halloween, I think we should engage in a way that displays our faith.  In fact, Jesus prayed for us in John 17:14-16 that we would be in the world, but not of it.
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      Whether you feel convicted to boycott Halloween or you feel led to engage in it for the sake of the Gospel of Jesus, let us most of all remember to have grace for one another.  As Colossians 2:16-17 says, “16 Therefore do not let anyone judge you by what you eat or drink, or with regard to a religious festival, a New Moon celebration or a Sabbath day. 17 These are a shadow of the things that were to come; the reality, however, is found in Christ.”

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   The Best Gift for Your Pastor

      October is Pastor Appreciation Month—a time to recognize and encourage those who faithfully shepherd our churches. But if you’ve ever asked a pastor how to show your gratitude, the answer probably isn’t a plaque or applause. More often than not, it’s simple: “Pray for me.”

      Even the Apostle Paul didn’t ask for much personally, except for the prayers of fellow believers. In his letter to the Romans, he wrote: “Now I urge you, brothers and sisters, by our Lord Jesus Christ and by the love of the Spirit, to strive together with me in your prayers to God for me, that I may be rescued from those who are disobedient in Judea, and that my service for Jerusalem may prove acceptable to the saints; so that I may come to you in joy by the will of God and relax in your company” (Romans 15:30–32, NASB).

      This October—and every month—encourage your pastor by offering your prayers, support, and kind words. Ministry can be demanding, but knowing the church is lifting them up makes all the difference.
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   The Power of Prayer Warriors

     Prayer warriors are spiritual soldiers—men and women who faithfully lift others in prayer, often behind the scenes. Though their work may go unnoticed by the world, it is deeply valued by God. Their intercession can strengthen the weary, comfort the grieving, and open doors for God’s will to be done.

     In Scripture, we are urged to "pray one for another" (James 5:16, KJV), reminding us that healing and restoration often come through the prayers of the faithful. A prayer warrior stands in the gap, bringing needs before the Lord with boldness and persistence.

     The Apostle Paul recognized the power of prayer, often asking others to pray for him as he shared the gospel. In the same way, prayer warriors today uphold churches, pastors, families, and communities.

     Their prayers may be silent, but their impact is mighty. Never underestimate the difference a praying heart can make.

1. Wrap the shoebox like a gift, wrapping the lid separately so it can be opened.

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 The Sounds of Worship

Have you ever paused to listen — really listen — to the world around you?

“Make a joyful noise to the Lord, all the earth; break forth into joyous song and sing praises!” (Psalm 98:4, ESV)

The hum of morning birdsong. The laughter of children. The comforting voice of a friend. Even the quiet moments of stillness. These aren’t just background noise — they’re invitations to worship.
