It was the first time my dad was letting me pilot our rented 14 foot boat with a 6.5 horse powered engine. He was enjoying the ride; and so was I. Out of nowhere our boat was overcome by wake effect waves cresting at 3-4 feet caused by all the waterskiing traffic on the lake. “Please take over,” I begged my father as we pitched and rolled. But there was nothing we could do but ride out the waves where we each sat. He coached me through what to do and we made it through those waves with nothing more than our wits being rattled for a bit. As scared as I was my father eased that by encouraging me saying, “You did just fine.”

          If you’re anything like me, asking God to “please take over” is a frequent prayer. The most difficult circumstances of life usually pop up when life appears relatively calm. We face challenging economic crises, relationship failures, or health issues and we pray for our Heavenly Father to take over.

           More often than not God allows us to go through the “waves” of life to help us develop into the people he wants us to be. Somehow God is aware of what we are capable of handling better than we do, and so we face those challenges; but not alone. Jesus is in the boat of our lives going through our struggles with us, just like he did with his disciples all those years ago.
