                                             Clearing The Clutter

    With the coming of Spring many of us turn our thoughts to that dreaded yearly task: Spring Cleaning. It seems like it doesn’t take any time at all before clutter takes up residence in our lives. We buy things, get gifts, collect things, and sooner or later they begin to take on a life of their own. And without a certain amount of diligence on our parts we may find our home featured on an episode of “Hoarders.” The same can be true for our inner lives.

I was reflecting on the Gospel accounts of Jesus’ cleansing of the Temple and how he cleared “clutter” from his Father’s House. He was furious over how something that was first started to meet a legitimate need turned into an institution that created barriers for people to be able to worship God. 

The money changers and animal handlers created one barrier in charging exorbitant fees effectively cheating people who had no other option to fulfill their sacred duties than use those abusive services. Understandably, people chose not to worship at the temple because they wouldn’t, or couldn’t afford to participate in such abusive practices.

These “merchants” created another barrier by setting up shop in the Court of the Gentiles; a place set up where non-Jewish believers in God could worship. The money changing tables and animal stalls would take up space, and the associated noise and smells would make prayers nearly impossible amidst the din.

It begs the question of what kind of clutter have we allowed into our own personal lives that prevents us from being able to fully worship God? What barriers have we created in our hearts that Jesus would like to come in and drive out so we can be free to fully worship him? Maybe it would be better if we did some self-reflection and cleaned out our own “clutter” before Jesus comes to do some house cleaning.

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                                      Meanings in the Meal

Jesus instituted Communion while celebrating the Jewish Passover with his disciples. The meal’s ritual foods hold meaning for Christians, too, because our faith story is interwoven with that of Judaism.

Matzoh: This unraised bread recalls the Israelites hasty departure from oppression in Egypt. Jesus used the Passover bread to symbolize his body, which delivers us from bondage to sin and death.

Salt water: It symbolizes the tears of the Hebrews and of all who suffer in any time and place. Christians believe that to Jesus, God embraced human suffering so we need never face it alone.

Parsley: Dipped in the salt water, this green leafy vegetable represents the Hebrews’ rebirth out of sorrow into the joy of freedom. Easter’s celebration of 
 (our) eyes (and) there will be no more death” (Revelation 21:4, NIV).

Shankbone: A lamb slaughtered for each Hebrew household meant life for those within. The meat strengthened them for the escape journey, and the blood, swabbed on their doorframe, signaled for Death to “pass over.” Jesus used wine at the Passover meal to symbolize his blood -- of the Lamb of God -- which he would shed for our salvation.

Egg: For Jews celebrating Passover, an egg symbolizes memory of the Exodus and renewal of faith. For Christians at Easter, eggs -- especially open, empty ones -- call to mind Jesus’ empty tomb, renewal and abundant life.
