       From the desk of Pastor Kris…     
    Thomas Tusser wrote, “Christmas comes but once a year, and with it comes the glitter and gaiety of the Christmas spirit. But what of the day after Christmas, when the presents all have gone from under the tree, the festivities have ended, and the family has dispersed for another year?  What then?”

     Perhaps the account of the Judean shepherds can provide a clue about what the after-Christmas spirit ought to be.

     The music hushed and its echoes died out on the first Christmas night. The light faded.  Stillness descended again on Judea’s hills. What did the shepherds do then?

     Suppose they had only settled down around their fires and talked about the angels’ message, even quarreled over different interpretations of it, but never went to see about Jesus! Years later one of them, then an old man, might have told the most wonderful story ever told in this way.

     “A long time ago, when I was little more than a boy, I was out in the hills one night with some other shepherds, keeping watch over the flocks. Without warning, the angel of the Lord appeared to us, and the glory of the Lord shone around us.  We were terrified, but the angel said:  ‘Do not be afraid I bring you good news of great joy that will be for all people. Today in the town of David a Savior has been born to you; He is Christ the Lord. This will be a sign unto you:  You will find the baby wrapped in cloths and lying in a manger.’  Suddenly several other angels joined him and they sang.  ‘Glory to God in the highest, and on earth peace to men on whom his favor rests.’”

      His story would have ended there.  The old man would not have been able to say anything else. Impatient hearers might have demanded:  “Is that all? Was the Christ child really born?  Did God come down to live among us in the form of a little baby boy?”
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But the aged shepherd would have had to shake his white head sadly and sigh.  “I do not know. Some insist it is all true, that they themselves went and saw him. Others say it is all a myth.  But I can never be quite sure, because I never went to see for myself.”

Two thousand years later, some still have not heard the Christmas message.  Many who have heard it do not understand it, or else the message they have heard has become so garbled that it bears little resemblance to the original gospel.  The after-Christmas spirit moves people who have been to Christ to tell others clearly and without distortion how they, too, can find him.

There is a Christmas song we like to sing that tells us what we are to do. It says:
“Go, tell it on the mountain, Over the hills and everywhere;

“Go, tell it on the mountain, That Jesus Christ is born!”

May the after-Christmas spirit bring you to meet Jesus personally and then send you out to bring others to Him!

       Walking With Those Who Grieve

     The holiday season can be difficult for people who are grieving a death or deep loss. As Christians, we do well to be aware that not everyone feels wholehearted joy this time of year. How can we support them?

     Grief counselor Alan Wolfelt explains that walking alongside — “companioning” — one who grieves “is not about assessing, analyzing, fixing or resolving another’s grief. Instead, it is about being totally present to the mourner, even being a temporary guardian of [his or] her soul.” 

Among Wolfelt’s 11 tenets for “companioning the bereaved”:

· It’s about being present to another person’s pain, not taking it away.

· It’s about listening with the heart, not analyzing with the head.

· It’s about walking alongside, not leading.

                  Advent, then and now

     The church season of Advent began as a time of repentance for Epiphany, which was the second-biggest baptism day in the early church. Fasting was once a part of Advent, as it often still is for Lent.
     Advent comes from the Greek word parousia, which was often used to talk about Jesus’ second coming. So Advent is a season of preparation not only for the celebration of Jesus’ earthly birth but for his promised return.

     Some Christians celebrate Advent by not putting the baby Jesus into their manger scenes until Christmas morning. This adds to the anticipation that’s a special part of the season.

                                    God’s Peaceable Kingdom

         Once in a while — too seldom, it seems, but often enough to give us hope — Isaiah’s prophecy comes true: “The wolf shall live with the lamb, the leopard shall lie down with the kid, the calf and the lion will feed together … The cow and the bear shall graze, their young shall lie down together” (Isaiah 11:6-7, NRSV).

          In February 2022, a Minnesota photographer captured a rare event: a wolf and a deer lying feet from each other in the snow — and neither was eating the other! Occasionally we hear of Palestinians and Israelis partnering to teach peacemaking skills, a rally protester helping an injured counter-protester, a crime victim and perpetrator embracing. A divorced couple I know, deeply estranged, decided they could sit together at their son’s high school graduation to demonstrate their love for him.

           In a world sadly torn apart, glimpses of mending, tolerance and love are signs of God among us. Isaiah (11:6) declares what makes such goodness possible: “A little child shall lead them.” We know this child as the babe of Bethlehem, Jesus.

                               Time for a Spiritual Assessment

        “Hardly anything else reveals so well the fear and uncertainty among [people] as the length to which they will go to hide their true selves from each other and even from their own eyes,” says A.W. Tozer. For insights into who we really are as Christians, the theologian proposes “rules for self-discovery.” According to Tozer, “we may be known” by these seven things: what we want most, what we think about most, how we use our money, what we do with our leisure time, the company we enjoy, who and what we admire, and what we laugh at.

          The “wise Christian” will find other tests, says Tozer, but these are a starting point to reveal if our desires and priorities conflict with God’s will. “Our self-judgment is almost certain to be biased and imperfect,” he adds, yet there’s “every good reason for us to work along with the Holy Spirit in his benign effort to locate us spiritually in order that we may make such amendments as the circumstances demand.”

                        God’s Constant New Work

From the beginning of time, God’s pattern has been to continually do new things and make things new. Though we can celebrate this every day, the New Year’s season is especially fitting to pause and recognize God’s work of renewal. Consider the following scriptures (all NIV) and how God is making them real in your own life right now.

· [God] has granted us new life to rebuild … and repair .... (Ezra 9:9)

· If [a tree] is cut down, it will sprout again, and its new shoots will not fail. (Job 14:7)

· He put a new song in my mouth, a hymn of praise to our God. (Psalm 40:3)

· See, I am doing a new thing! … I am making a way in the wilderness and streams in the wasteland. (Isaiah 43:19)

· You will be called by a new name that the mouth of the Lord will bestow. (Isaiah 62:2)

· [God’s] compassions … are new every morning. (Lamentations 3:22-23)

· I will give you a new heart and put a new spirit in you. (Ezekiel 36:26)

· [Jesus] took the cup, saying, “This cup is the new covenant in my blood, which is poured out for you.” (Luke 22:20)

· Just as Christ was raised from the dead through the glory of the Father, we too may live a new life. (Romans 6:4)
